After a long absence, we 

have added a Novice/

Competition obedience 

class, which is being co-

instructed by Linda and 

Cherie on Tuesday eve-

nings at the Humane Soci-

etyôs training field.  The 

goal of this class is to get 

the students prepared for a 

Novice obedience competi-

tion.  The skills that will be 

taught are more refined 

heeling skills, long downs 

and stays with distractions 

similar to a show situation, 

figure 8ôs, stand for exami-

nation, and recalls.  The 

Open level obedience skills, 

such as dumb bell retrieving, 

broad jump, etc., are planned 

to be introduced.   On the 

same evening, after the obe-

dience class, Cherie is in-

structing a basic/intermediate 

agility class.   In this class, 

students will further work on 

the basic agility commands, 

working on consistency in their 

teamwork.   

On Wednesday evenings, the 

classes are Rally, which is be-

ing taught by Cherie.  After the 

Rally class, the Basic/Canine 

Good Citizen class, taught by 

Linda and assisted by Mary, 

Jan and Bruce is being held 

and Cherie is having her Puppy 

classes.   

 

After this series of 

classes, which will have 

graduation on July 9th, 

we will have a summer 

break.  There will be no 

classes on June 25th 

since the Mother Lode 

Fair, which had tradi-

Do you have an evacuation  kit 

for yourself and your dog(s)?  

What would you do if you had 

to get out of your house 

within 5 minutes?  What about 

the other pets in your home 

ñ horses, cats, birds, farm 

animals?  Do you have provi-

sions for them?  When you are 

given an evacuation warning, 

you must leave the area imme-

diately.  You canõt think about 

getting horse trailers, kennels, 

cages, etc for your animals.  

They canõt be walked out of 

the area (such as horses, goats, 

etc).  If you cannot trailer/haul 

them, they have to stay be-

hind.  If we do have an inci-

dent which requires evacua-

tion, the Mother Lode Fair-

grounds is traditionally the 

evacuation center.  Dogs, cats, 

etc., are not allowed with the 

people, and would be housed 

in the barn areas.   

Now is the time to think 

about getting portable kennels 

lined up, putting aside dog/cat/

pet food in sealed containers, 

having a bag with extra collars 

and leashes, and most impor-

tantly a file folder with copies 

of all rabies, microchip, pho-

tos, etc of your pets.  

The time is now to prepare 

yourself and your family, not 

when you hear the bombers 

flying overhead.  

And remember, your normal 

travel routes may be closed, 

so be prepared to know your 

way around your neighbor-

hood.
