AKC Launches new
' Pur ebr ed

Friday, February 1, 2008 -

The American Kennel Club® today launched the
Purebred Alternative Listing (PAL) program - for-
merly known as the Indefinite Listing Privilege (ILP)
program.

The new name more accurately describes the
purpose of the program: allowing dogs that are ineli-
gible for registration but are distinguishable as a
member of an AKC-registerable breed, to participate
in AKC Companion Events, AKC Performance
Events and AKC Juniors competition.

The PAL program is designed to address the vari-
ous reasons a purebred dog might not be eligible for
registration: the dog may be from an unregistered
litter or have unregistered parents; papers may have
been withheld or lost by its owner; or the dog may
have been surrendered, lost or abandoned, then
adopted by a new owner.

PAL enrollees will receive a copy of Family Dog
Magazine, a subscription to AKC's e-newsletter "Your
AKC," a flier from the breed's Parent Club and an

attractive certificate denoting their dog's place in
the PAL program.
