Interceptor is a heartworm preventative that 

also helps controls round, hook, and whip 

worms, but does nothing for fleas and ticks. 

(like Iverheart, Heartgard).   

 

Sentinel is Interceptor with a flea killer 

added.  

 

Comfortis is an oral monthly pill for flea 

control....I use it on mine and  it seems very 

effective and I have had no reactions and 

no need to worry about bathing/swimming/

getting wet 2 days before or after which 

I like. 

 

Advantage (fleas) and Frontline (fleas and 

ticks)   ...go into  the tissues under the skin, 

but don't go systemic 

 

Advantix is a permethrim that does go sys-

temic, but can be more effective  on ticks 

some say. 

  

Hope this helps...there are a lot of choices 

out there....there is also  Promeris, Vectra, 

and others!
